BARRE CHORDS
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It is the root note that determines the chord.  The shape stays the same.

E.g.

The Major chord with the root note on the sixth string is on the 3rd fret.  The 3rd fret on the sixth string is ‘G’ therefore, the chord is G major.  

If you move the shape up 2 frets, so it is on the 5th fret you will be on the ‘A’ note, therefore the chord will be A major. (most commonly called ‘A’)
